We record observations of your child playing and learning and save
them to Tapestry. We also encourage you to upload your own

observations from home onto the Tapestry app. This allows us to
build up a more complete picture of your child’s learning journey.
Once you have provided your details to the school, you will have
access to all of your child’s Tapestry observations. If you need help
setting up your Tapestry account, then please speak to your child’s

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Reading Books

We will send your child home with a book each
week for you to share together. To begin with, this
will be a library book for you to read to them. You
can also talk about the pictures, guess what might
happen next, and talk about the characters in the
story.

Once your child starts to recognise some sounds,
they will be sent home with a school reading
book. As they become more confident, they will
be able to begin to sound out and read some of
the words to you. It is really important that your
child practices reading at home with you.

Please read with your child AT LEAST three times a week and record
this in their reading diary.
